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n ��A residuary bequest: Used to give the 
SCSU Foundation all—or a portion of—
one’s property after all debts, taxes, expenses, 
and all other bequests have been paid.  

n �A percentage bequest: Expressed as a 
percentage of an estate or a residuary estate. 
If fortune changes the size of the estate over 
the years, this bequest will change in the 
same proportion.

n �A contingent bequest: Used to provide for 
the situation when a beneficiary dies before 
you or disclaims the property.

Life-Income Plans

Life-income plans combine an income 
stream for life (to one or more designated 
beneficiaries) with an ultimate gift to benefit St. 
Cloud State.

n �Gift annuities: The simplest charitable 
life-income plans. In exchange for a transfer 
of cash or marketable securities, the SCSU 
Foundation contractually guarantees to pay 
a specified annual annuity to you and/or 
another beneficiary for life. You receive a 
current charitable deduction. 

n �Charitable remainder trusts: Popular 
because of the financial and estate-planning 
flexibility they offer. They are similar to 
other types of trusts, except that the SCSU 
Foundation receives the remainder interest. 
A trust created during life takes advantage of 
income-, capital-gain, and estate-tax savings.
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“I teach as a substitute at my 
local high school and see the value of 
education in the lives of the students 
with whom I work.  With the cost 
of higher education moving in only 
one direction, I would like to help 
St. Cloud State students pursue their 
dreams; I could not think of a better 
way to offer that financial support 
than through an estate gift.”

Retirement-Plan Benefits

Since retirement plans are often subject 
to significant income and estate taxes upon 
the death of a participant, they present an 
attractive option for a charitable gift. 

Life Insurance

A gift of life insurance will generate an 
income-tax deduction equal to the cash 
surrender value of the policy.
